DAY 7: NIAGARA FALLS AREA

famous attraction in the area.  The Niagara Falls were created by glacier activity over 10,000 
years ago, and the 3 waterfalls combine to produce the highest flow rate of any waterfall on 
earth. Tonight enjoy a Farewell Dinner at the world-famous revolving Skylon Tower which 
combines an exhilarating 52 second ride with the awe of seeing Niagara from 775 feet above 
the mighty Falls.
